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There are several ways to assist the Disaster Services
department, including:

-DAT members are Red Cross first
responders who go to disaster sites and provide displaced
families with immediate relief.

-DMT members work year-
round to plan for local large-scale disasters.

-CDE instructors educate
the community in ways to prevent, prepare for and respond
to emergencies.

-Caseworkers assist clients
affected by disaster to develop and implement recovery
plans, to identify other resources, as well as monitor and
support clients throughout their recovery process.

-Healthcare
volunteers use their professional expertise to help clients
through the recovery process.

-Volunteers help with data entry, filing
and administrative duties.

Service to Armed Forces

One of the Congressionally-mandated services, this
department provides 24 hour emergency communications
between members of the U.S. military and their families.
We also provide support to the veterans and staff at
McGuire VA Medical Center.

You can provide support to Service to Armed Forces
through our programs at McGuire VA Medical Center.
Volunteers assist hospital staff by visiting with patients and
their families, participating in recreational events,
coordinating therapeutic events, and assisting with daily
activities.

International Services
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The Red Cross helps vulnerable people around the world
prevent, prepare for, and respond to disasters, complex
humanitarian emergencies and life-threatening health
conditions. We accomplish this by working with the
International Red Cross and Red Crescent movement.

Tracing and Messaging Casework-Volunteers locate
missing loved ones separated by war, the Holocaust, disaster,
or civil unrest, and relay messages between separated family
members.

Language Bank-Volunteers are needed to translate a variety
of languages for emergency workers during disasters.

Web of Hope —Members knit, crochet and sew blankets,
sweaters, hats, and mittens which are distributed to the
underprivileged throughout the world.

Multicultural Outreach-Volunteers ensure that diverse

populations in our community know about Red Cross services.

The CCCE provides life-saving education to the community,
like First Aid, CPR, AED, babysitting and water safety.
